CHAPTER 28
Matthew 28:1-20

28:1 After Shabbat, as the next day was dawning, Miryam of Magdala and the other Miryam went to see the grave. 2 Suddenly there was a violent earthquake, for an angel of Adonai came down from heaven, rolled away the stone and sat on it. 3 His appearance was like lightning, and his clothes were as white as snow. 4 The guards were so terrified at him that they trembled and became like dead men. 5 But the angel said to the women, “Don’t be afraid. I know you are looking for Yeshua, who was executed on the stake. 6 He is not here, because he has been raised — just as he said! Come and look at the place where he lay. 7 Then go quickly and tell the talmidim, ‘He has been raised from the dead, and now he is going to the Galilee ahead of you. You will see him there.’ Now I have told you.” 

28:8 So they left the tomb quickly, frightened yet filled with joy; and they ran to give the news to his talmidim. 9 Suddenly Yeshua met them and said, “Shalom!” They came up and took hold of his feet as they fell down in front of him. 10 Then Yeshua said to them, “Don’t be afraid! Go and tell my brothers to go to the Galilee, and they will see me there.” 

28:11 As they were going, some of the guards went into the city and reported to the head cohanim everything that had happened. 12 Then they met with the elders; and after discussing the matter, they gave the soldiers a sizeable sum of money 13 and said to them, “Tell people, ‘His talmidim came during the night and stole his body while we were sleeping.’ 14 If the governor hears of it, we will put things right with him and keep you from getting in trouble.” 15 The soldiers took the money and did as they were told, and this story has been spread about by Judeans till this very day. 

28:16 So the eleven talmidim went to the hill in the Galilee where Yeshua had told them to go. 17 When they saw him, they prostrated themselves before him; but some hesitated. 18 Yeshua came and talked with them. He said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Therefore, go and make people from all nations into talmidim, immersing them into the reality of the Father, the Son and the Ruach HaKodesh Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything that I have commanded you. And remember! I will be with you always, yes, even until the end of the age.” Complete Jewish Bible
28:1-10

The First Witnesses of the Risen Jesus

That women are chosen as the first witnesses is highly significant; the surrounding culture considered their witness worthless. It fits Jesus' counter-cultural and counter-status ministry and certainly runs counter to what outsiders would have valued or anything the later *church would have chosen to invent. 

28:1. Sabbath ended at sundown on Saturday evening; the women are on their way to the tomb by 6 a.m., as soon as there is enough light for them to see. Jewish mourners as well as pagans were often known to visit tombs within the three days after the burial, to ensure that their relative was dead; given the nature of crucifixion, however, such a precaution would be unnecessary here, and the concerns may be only sentimental. 

28:2-4. Angels, especially visibly fiery ones (ancient Judaism typically believed angels were made of fire), generally terrified people (e.g., Judges 6:22-23; 13:19-20; cf. 4 Ezra 10:25-27; *3 Enoch 22:4-9). 

28:5-8. Jerusalem was the religious center of Judaism; many Judeans still looked on Galilee as a place of former non-Jews (4:15). Yet Galilee was where some of Jesus' revelations to his *disciples would take place; all four Gospels report that Jesus was better received there. 
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28:9-10. The witness of women was considered unreliable in that culture, yet Jesus goes against the culture by revealing himself to the women and telling them to bear his message to the other *disciples. This detail is definitely not one that ancient Christians would have invented, because it did not appeal to their culture.

Chapter 28

28:1 After Shabbat, toward dawn on Sunday, literally, “And late of the Shabbatot, at the drawing on toward [number] one of the Shabbatot [= weeks].” Jewish days begin at sundown, so that “the first day of the week” includes Saturday night, Motza’ei-Shabbat (“the going out of Shabbat”); see Acts 20:7&N, 1 Corinthians 16:2&N. But here the reference is definitely to Sunday morning.

28:6 He has been raised. This is the central fact about the Messiah—he is not dead but alive! Many people think of Yeshua as a great teacher who lived and died two thousand years ago: end of story! But the same documents that tell of his life, teachings and death also tell, in the same matter-of-fact way, of his resurrection
And not merely of a resuscitation only to die again later, but of a new creation by God (Romans 5, 1 Corinthians 15, Messianic Jews 7), so that he can never die but is our brother, savior, king and Cohen gadol High Priest forever. Faith in a dead Messiah is no faith at all. To trust in Yeshua is to trust in someone who is alive and is in intimate, continuing relationship with everyone in his Community (John 17).

28:18 All authority in heaven and on earth is given to me. See Daniel 7:14.

Homily 89 - Matthew 28:1-3

28:1-3 "But in the end of the Sabbath, as it began to dawn towards the first day of the week, came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulchre. And behold there was a great earthquake. For an angel of the Lord descended from Heaven, and came and rolled back the stone from the door of the tomb, and sat upon it. His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as snow." 

After the resurrection came the angel. Wherefore then came he, and took away the stone? Because of the women, for they themselves had seen Him then in the sepulchre. Therefore that they might believe that He was raised again, they see the sepulchre void of the body. For this cause he removed the stone, for this cause also an earthquake took place, that they might be thoroughly aroused and awakened. For they were come to pour oil on Him, and these things were done at night, and it is likely that some also had become drowsy. And for what intent and cause doth he say, 

28:4 "Fear not ye?" 
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Homily 89 – Matthew 28:4
First he delivers them from the dread, and then tells them of the resurrection. And the ye is of one showing them great honor, and indicating, that extreme punishment awaits them that had dared to do, what the others had dared, except they repented. 
For to be afraid is not for you, he means, but for them that crucified Him. Having delivered them then from the fear both by his words, and by his appearance (for his form he showed bright, as bearing such good tidings), he went on to say, "I know that ye seek Jesus the Crucified." 
28:5 “And he is not” 
Ashamed to call Him "crucified; for this is the chief of the blessings.

28:6 "He is raised." Whence is it evident? "As He said." 
So that if ye refuse to believe me, he would say, remember His words, and neither will ye disbelieve me. Then also another proof, "Come and see the place where He lay." For this he had lifted up the stone, in order that from this too they might receive the proof. 
28:7 "And tell His disciples, that ye shall see Him in Galilee." 
And he prepares them to bear good tidings to others, which thing most of all made them believe. And He said well "in Galilee," freeing them from troubles and dangers, so that fear should not hinder their faith.

28:8 "And they departed from the sepulchre with fear and joy." 

Why could this be? They had seen a thing amazing, and beyond expectation, a tomb empty, where they had before seen Him laid. Wherefore also He had led them to the sight, that they might become witnesses of both things, Both of His tomb, and of His resurrection. 
For they considered that no man could have taken Him, when so many soldiers were sitting by Him, unless He rose up Himself. For this cause also they rejoice and wonder, and receive the reward of so much continuance with Him that they should first see and gladly declare, not what had been said only, but also what they beheld. Therefore after then they had departed with fear and joy, 

28:9 "Behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail." But "they held Him by the feet," 

And with exceeding joy and gladness ran unto Him, and received by the touch also, an infallible proof, and full assurance of the resurrection. "And they worshipped Him." What then saith He? 
28:10 "Be not afraid." Again, He Himself casts out their fear, making way for faith, "But go, tell my brethren, that they go into Galilee, and there shall they see me." 
Mark how He Himself sends good tidings to His disciples by these women, bringing to honor, as I have often said, that sex [women], which was most dishonored, and to good hopes; and healing that which was diseased. Perchance some one of you would wish to be like them, to hold the feet of Jesus; ye can even now,

And not His feet and His hands only, but even lay hold on that sacred head, receiving the awful mysteries with a pure conscience. But not here only, but also in that day ye shall see Him, coming with that unspeakable glory, and the multitude of the angels, if ye are disposed to be humane; and ye shall hear not these words only, "All hail!" but also those others, "Come ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you before the foundation of the world."  (Archbishop John Chrysostom of Constantinople A. D. 400)

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

The sun was now on the edge of the horizon, and the Sabbath day was near. And this Sabbath day was a high day, a Sabbath of peculiar splendor and solemnity, because it was at once a Sabbath and also a Passover. (See Leviticus 23:7 ‘In the first day you shall have a holy convocation: you shall do no servile work therein.’). 
So we find the Jews taking every precaution to prevent any ceremonial pollution of a day that was so sacred, and so they were anxious that immediately after the death of the victims which were five and not three as believed, had been secured, their bodies should be taken down from the cross. 
Because of the dead body of Jesus was left hanging until the last person was taken down, because the soldiers had to go to Pilate to find out how he wanted to dispose of the body. Pilate had already given permission to Joseph of Arimathaea to take the body of Jesus.
Pilate was quite surprised at the quick death of Jesus, since many lived for days on the cross. But if you consider the following information:

1. Judas did not point out Jesus, He had to go and tell the soldiers who He was, the Great I Am or as The Word told Moses in Exodus 3:14 “Ehyeh-Asher-Ehyeh” or in our English ‘I Am That I Am; I Am Who I Am; I Will Be What I Will Be.’ The Torah Page 102
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2. The Sanhedrin could not find good witnesses to convict Jesus, so He had to tell them when asked the question ‘I adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us whether thou be the Messiah [Christ], the Son of God. Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.’ 

      Matthew 26:63, 64 KJV   Jesus had to condemn Himself.
3. Even though they tore up His body and hung Him on a Cross, He had to dismiss His spirit in order to  

Experience death, they could not even kill Him. ‘No man takes my life, I give it…’  

Jesus, who died as a malefactor, was then buried as a king. He who is King of Kings, the Living Word of God, the creator of all things, became man and experienced all that man experiences and yet was without sin, He that knew no sin became sin for us that we might obtain His righteousness and so make heaven our home.

The Final Subversion

Guards faced serious consequences for falling asleep on the job (indeed, Roman guards could be executed), including jobs guarding the corpses of crucifixion victims (see the first-century Roman writer Petronius Satyricon 112). But the priestly aristocracy had enough influence to protect their own interests. 
Like Judas (26:15), the guards act partly on mercenary motives. They should have seen enough to know better than to go along with the religious authorities' plan, but the bribe and the potential penalty they face for allowing Jesus' body to disappear ensures their cooperation. 
(The officials' promise to protect the guards from Pilate may involve more bribery; Pilate was known to be susceptible to this form of persuasion.) Matthew would be unlikely to report a charge against the *resurrection that had not actually been made (28:15), and his report indicates that the Jerusalem authorities had sought to explain the empty tomb — but had never tried to deny it.

Homily 70 

Matthew 28:11-14

28:11-14 "Now when they were going, behold, some of the watch came into the city, and declared unto the chief priests all the things that were done. And when they had assembled with the elders, and had taken counsel, they gave large money unto the soldiers, saying, Say ye, His disciples came by night, and stole Him away while we slept. And if this come to the governor's ears, we will persuade him, and secure you."

For the sake of these soldiers that earthquake took place, in order to dismay them, and that the testimony might come from them, which accordingly was the result. For the report was thus free from suspicion, as proceeding from the guards themselves. 
For of the signs some were displayed publicly to the world, others privately to those present on the spot; publicly for the world was the darkness, privately the appearance of the angel, the earthquake. When then they came and showed it (for truth shines forth, being proclaimed by its adversaries), they again gave money that they might say, as it is expressed, "that His disciples came and stole Him."
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Homily 90 - Matthew 28:11-14

How did they steal Him? O most foolish of all men! For because of the clearness and conspicuousness of the truth, they are not even able to make up a falsehood. For indeed what they said was highly incredible, and the falsehood had not even speciousness. For how, I ask, did the disciples steal Him, men poor and unlearned, and not venturing so much as to show themselves? What? Was not a seal put upon it? 
What? Were there not so many watchmen, and soldiers, and Jews stationed round it? What? Did not those men suspect this very thing, and take thought, and break their rest, and continue anxious about it? And wherefore moreover did they steal it? That they might feign the doctrine of the resurrection? And how should it enter their minds to feign such a thing, men who were well content to be hidden and to live? 

And how could they remove the stone that was made sure? How could they have escaped the observation of so many? Nay, though they had despised death, they would not have attempted without purpose, and fruitlessly to venture in defiance of so many who were on the watch. 
And that moreover they were timorous, what they had done before showed clearly, at least, when they saw Him seized, all rushed away from Him. If then at that time they did not dare so much as to stand their ground when they saw Him alive, how when He was dead could they but have feared such a number of soldiers? 
What? Was it to burst open a door? Was it that one should escape notice? A great stone lay upon it, needing many hands to move it. And what mean also the napkins that were stuck on with the myrrh; for Peter saw these lying. For if they had been disposed to steal, they would not have stolen the body naked:

1. Not because of dishonoring it only, 

2. But in order not to delay and lose time in stripping it, 

3. And not to give them that were so disposed opportunity to awake and seize them. 

4. Especially when it was myrrh, a drug that adheres so to the body, and cleaves to the clothes, whence it was not easy to take the clothes off the body, 
5. But they that did this needed much time, so that from this again, the tale of the theft is improbable.

What? Did they not know the rage of the Jews? And that they would vent their anger on them? And what profit was it at all to them, if He had not risen again? So these men, being conscious that they had made up this entire tale, gave money, and said, "Say ye these things, and we will persuade the governor." 
For they desire that the report should be published, fighting in vain against the truth; and by their endeavor: to obscure it, by these even against their will they occasioned it to appear clearly. For indeed even this establishes the resurrection, the fact I mean of their saying, that the disciples stole Him. For this is the language of men confessing, that the body was not there. 
When therefore they confess the body was not there, but the stealing it is shown to be false and incredible:
1. By their watching by it, 
2. And by the seals,
3. And by the timidity of the disciples, 
4. The proof of the resurrection even hence appears incontrovertible.
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Homily 90 - Matthew 28:11-14

Nevertheless, these shameless and audacious men, although there were so many things to stop their mouths, "Say ye," these are their words, "and we will persuade, and will secure you." Seest thou all depraved? Pilate for he was persuaded? The soldiers? The Jewish people? But marvel not, if money prevailed over soldiers. For if with His disciple it showed its might to be so great, much more with these.

28:15 "And this saying is commonly reported," it is said, "until this day." 
Seest thou again the disciples' love of truth, how they are not ashamed of saying even this, that such a report prevailed against them.

28:16, 17 "Then the eleven disciples went away into Galilee, and some worshipped, and some when they saw Him doubted." 

This seems to me to be the last appearance in Galilee, when He sent them forth to baptize. And if "some doubted," herein again admire their truthfulness, how they conceal not even their shortcomings up to the last day. Nevertheless, their sight assures even these.

Jesus' Final Orders

28:16. God had often revealed himself on mountains in biblical tradition, especially in the narratives about Moses. 

28:17. Some who see Jesus' appearance are doubtful, perhaps because it does not fit current expectations of the end time: all the dead were to be raised together, not the *Messiah first. 

28:18. Here Jesus alludes to Daniel 7:13-14. 

28:19-20. "Making *disciples" was the sort of thing *rabbis would do, but Jesus' followers are to make disciples for Jesus, not for themselves. Disciples are made here in a twofold way: 
(1) By *baptizing them. Because baptism was an act of conversion (used for *Gentiles converting to Judaism), it means initiating people to the faith. 
(2) By teaching them Jesus' commandments recorded in Matthew. Rabbis made disciples by teaching them. Many Jews outside Palestine sought converts among the "nations" (which can also be translated as "Gentiles" or "pagans"). 
But only a few converts ever studied under rabbis, so the idea of making Gentiles full disciples — followers of Jesus who would learn from and serve him — goes beyond this Jewish tradition. Isaiah predicted that Israel would be a witness to (or against) the nations in the end time (e.g., 42:6; 43:10; 44:8).

Jewish literature only called God omnipresent; Jesus' claim that he would always be with them, coupled with his being named alongside the Father in *baptism (Jewish people did not baptize in the names of people), constitutes a proclamation of his deity.

MATTHEW CHAPTER 28
Note: In Matthew 28:19 ‘…baptizing them in the onoma (a name N.T. 3686 Strong’s) of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:’ Other than the name in Genesis 1:1 Elohim we find the name of God recorded in Genesis 2:4 ‘…that the Yahweh [Jehovah who created all things] Lord God made the earth and the heavens.’ 
So we see the creator of all things is the Word according to John 1, Colossians 1 and Hebrews 1. We have come to know Him as Jesus (reference John 1:14). Since this verse tells us to baptize in a name we must conclude that the disciples of Jesus understood the meaning according to Acts 2:38, 8:16 and 19:5. So they baptized believers in the name of the Father [Lord] and the Son [Jesus] and the Holy Spirit [Christ].

Matthew 28:19

28:19 This “Great Commission” of Yeshua is stated with varying emphases at Mark 16:15-20, Luke 24:46-49, John 20:21-23 and Acts 1:8. Make people from all nations into talmidim. This must have shocked his hearers, who surely thought that the Messiah was only, or at least primarily, for Jews. 
Today the situation is reversed, for many Christians think it wrong to evangelize Jews. But their position is inconsistent; for if they really respect Yeshua they should obey his command to make people from all nations, including the Jewish nation, into talmidim.
Immersing them (see 3:1 N) into the reality of the Father, the Son and the Ruach HaKodesh Spirit Holy. KJV has “baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.” Christianity has tended to regard this phrase as a “baptismal formula” to be pronounced when someone is baptized. 
This understanding leads to such questions as: What is this “name” of the Father, Son and Spirit? Is it Jehovah? Jesus (compare Acts 2:38, 8:16)? Or something else? Must all three “persons of the Godhead” be mentioned for a baptism to be valid? So far as I am concerned, these questions miss the point. 
First of all, Greek eis generally means “into” rather than “in.” Secondly, although “name” is the literal meaning of Greek onoma, “immersing into a name” describes no possible literal act. My rendering expresses what I believe to be the intended meaning, since in the Bible “name” stands for the reality behind the name. 
While “in the name of” can mean “on the authority of,” that seems weak here; more is meant than identifying who authorizes immersion. It is possible that the Greek for “into the name” renders Hebrew lashem, “for, for the sake of, with reference to”; if so, the JNT renders the sense well.

The Father, the Son and the Ruach HaKodesh. This is the closest the New Testament comes to stating the proposition that YHVH, Adonai, the one God of Avraham, Yitzchak and Ya‘akov Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, consists of Father, Son and Holy Spirit (compare 2 Corinthians 13:14). 
The word “trinity” appears nowhere in the New Testament; it was developed later by theologians trying to express profundities, which God has revealed about himself. The New Testament:
1. Does not teach tritheism, which is belief in three gods. 
2. It does not teach unitarianism, which denies the divinity of Yeshua the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 
3. It does not teach modalism, which says that God appears sometimes as the Father, sometimes as the Son and sometimes as the Holy Spirit, like an actor changing masks. 
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Matthew 28:19

It is easy to wander astray into error or nonsense in thinking about God, since his ways are not our ways and his thoughts are not our thoughts (Isaiah 55:8). Some Messianic Jews use the term “triunity” in conscious avoidance of the word “trinity,” which has such a non-Jewish, traditionally Christian ring to it, 
And in order to emphasize the unity of God as proclaimed in the Sh’ma without neglecting what this verse highlights. But the bottom line is that it is more important to believe God's word and to trust him than to argue over particular doctrinal or verbal formulas used in attempting to describe the nature of God.

There is also a textual issue. Although nearly all-ancient manuscripts have the Trinitarian formula, Eusebius, the Church historian, who may have been a non-Trinitarian, in his writings preceding the Council of Nicea in 325 C. E [A.D.], quotes the verse without it. 
Most scholars believe the formula is original, but papers by Hans Kosmala (“The Conclusion of Matthew,” Annual of the Swedish Theological Institute, 4 (1965), pp. 132-147) and David Flusser (“The Conclusion of Matthew in a New Jewish Christian Source,” ibid, 5 (1966-7), pp. 110-119) take the opposite view.

What then saith He unto them, when He seeth them? 

28:18 "All power is given unto me in heaven and on earth." 

Again He speaketh to them more after the manner of man, for they had not yet received the spirit, which was able to raise them on high. 

28:19, 20 "Go ye, make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you;" 

Homily 90 – Matthew 28:19, 20
Giving the one charge with a view to doctrine, the other concerning commandments. And of the Jews He makes no mention, neither brings forward what had been done, nor upbraids Peter with his denial, nor any one of the others with their flight, but having put into their hands a summary of the doctrine, that expressed by the form of baptism, commands them to pour forth over the whole world. 
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Homily 90 – Matthew 28:19, 20
After that, because he had enjoined on them great things, to raise their courage, He says, "Lo! I am with you always, even unto the end of the world." Seest thou His own proper power again? Seest thou how those other things also were spoken for condescension? And not with those men only did He promise to be, but also with all that believe after them. 
For plainly the apostles were not to remain here unto "the end of the world;" but he speaks to the believers as to one body. For tell me not, saith He, of the difficulty of the things: for "I am with you," who make all things easy. 
This He said to the prophets also in the Old Testament continually, as well to Jeremiah objecting his youth, as to Moses and Ezekiel shrinking from the office, "I am with you," this here also to these men. And mark, I pray thee, the excellence of these, for the others, when sent to one nation, often excused them, but these said nothing of the sort, though sent to the world. 
And He reminds them also of the consummation, that He may draw them on more, and that they may look not at the present dangers only, but also at the good things to come that are without end.

"For the irksome things, saith He, that ye will undergo are finished together with the present life, since at least even this world itself shall come to an end, but the good things which ye shall enjoy remain immortal, as I have often told you before." 
Thus having invigorated and roused their minds, by the remembrance of that day, He sent them forth. For that day to them that live in good works is to be desired, even as on the other hand to those in sin, it is terrible as to the condemned. But let us not fear only, and shudder, but let us change too, while there is opportunity, and let us rise out of our wickedness, for we can, if we were willing.
